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Villa Gasparro, Colmurano (Macerata)

This is an imposing property with real  Italian grandeur. The current owners
went for quality; inside the house you will find beautiful Gianni Versace tiles on
the ground and Laura Biagiotti tiles in the bathroom. It is a spacious villa with
5 large bedrooms and  three bathrooms. As  you might  expect  the house is
counting  three fireplaces.
